Super Sailor Saturn’s Henshin Sequence





The symbol of Saturn appears lying on it’s side and rotates one and a half times (so that it’s right side up) and appears on the top of her henshin wand.  During this she shouts “Saturn Crystal Power…..”

Saturn’s Wand





The top of the wand is the planet Saturn (complete with rings) with the symbol of Saturn on top.  On the bottom of Saturn is four coils (like thin snail shells) that curl under to touch the shaft.  The staff arches down to form an upside down heart at the bottom.  All along the edges of the shaft are raised bumps.

Hotaru’s right hand appears with grayish purple nail polish on her nails and grabs the shaft part with her index finger pointing out to the left.  During which she finishes….“Make Up!”





Illuminated Hotaru appears facing forward with her eyes closed holding her wand out in front of her (right hand) and her other one (left hand) out to the left with her fingers spread apart.





Hotaru pivots slowly on her right foot while her left one remains on an angle outward.  Her right hand makes swirls using the wand as she pivots in a circle.  A trail of swirly purple light is left behind from the wand.  As her left hand passes through the light, it slices it into many parts.





Hotaru continues until she reaches the point she began at.  She stops and brings both her hands up and then straight out to her sides with her palms down.  She bends down spreading the light out in all directions like the waves of the ocean.  The parts that were sliced through made the effect of the water.  As she comes up, she turns her palms upward and brings the light touching her finger tips with her while the end of the of the light finished it’s wave before following.  Hotaru brings her hands straight up above her head and the waves a light form a column of around her and then splashes outward.





After a few seconds, the light pulls together and molds into the top head of the Glaive.  It pulls backward until over half of the Glaive is visible.  Saturn’s hands appear first as they grab the shaft near the middle of the of the Glaive.  The rest of her appears gradually from behind the Glaive, with Saturn’s eyes closed.  She points the Glaive forward for a few seconds then swings it down and behind her so that the bottom of the Glaive points out in front of her feet, the shaft runs under her left arm, and the Glaive top is behind her head.





As Saturn begins to turn her right, the view closes in on her.  It stops closing in (just above her neck) when her back is turned.  She turns her head sharply to the right for a close up (her hair flows out of her way) and the glitter of invisible lipstick flow across her mouth.  She opens her eyes and smiles.
